STING AND TRUDIE STYLER BRING THEIR ‘TWIN SPIRITS’ TO THE
2010 TUSCAN SUN FESTIVAL

Line-up for Twin Spirits Ensembles Announced

English acting legend CHARLES DANCE Makes Debut at Tuscan Sun
Festival as Twin Spirits Narrator as well as Vivaldi’s Four Seasons Sonnets

Husband and wife team STING and TRUDIE STYLER appear together on stage at the
2010 Tuscan Sun Festival in Cortona, Italy, in Twin Spirits: an unique theatrical
performance by a chamber ensemble of actors, singers and musicians, portraying the
love between the composer Robert Schumann and his pianist wife Clara Wieck. In this
moving performance of words, song and music, the Schumanns' long separation, so
formative an influence on their lives, is reflected in the division of the ensemble into

male and female groups.

Conceived and produced by June Chichester, written and directed by John Caird, Twin
Spirits was first performed in June 2005 at the Royal Opera House in London. Sting
assumes the part of Robert Schumann in words, with Trudie Styler as Clara Wieck in
words while American baritone John Chest sings the part of Robert Schumann and
soprano Laura Claycomb sings Clara Wieck. The ensembles also feature pianists
Natasha Paremski and Barrett Wissman, cellist Nina Kotova, and violin super-star
Joshua Bell. Twin Spirits will be staged twice in Teatro Signorelli on August 5™ (14.30
and 20.00). A special limited seating gala post-concert reception will be held at one of
the leading Tuscan wineries, Avignonesi, one of the partners of the 2010 Tuscan Sun
Festival. Proceeds from the concert and reception will be donated to the Rainforest
Fund, the charity established by Sting and Trudie Styler over 20 years ago, the Del

Sole Foundation, and the Royal Opera House Education Fund.

English star of stage and screen CHARLES DANCE will lend his legendary voice to

narrate Twin Spirits making his first appearance at the Tuscan Sun Festival. In addition



to these performances, Dance will also appear in the concert on August 1% reading the
Four Seasons Sonnets, the works which are said to have inspired Vivaldi’s most
recognized piece. As Dance weaves the sonnets throughout, young American violinist
Chad Hoopes plays The Four Seasons, supported by the Sinfonici del Maggio Musicale

Fiorentino.
